Premier Breeder Award: The breeder winning the most points on not to exceed 4 animals (of which not more than one can be a bull),
all exhibited in the single open classes, shall be designated premier breeder. No entry is required and the winner of this award need not be
an exhibitor at the show or need not be the current owner of any of the point winning animals.

Breeder defined: The owner of the dam at the time of service shall be considered the breeder of the animal. Where a herd is
registered in the names of different family members residing on one farm and where the herd is one unit, all entries may be considered as
exhibits of one breeder.

Premier Exhibitor Award: The exhibitor winning the most points on not to exceed 4 animals (of which not more than one can be a
bull), all owned and exhibited by himself in the open single classes, shall be designated the premier exhibitor. All exhibitors will be eligible
for this award and no entry is required.

Exhibitor defined: Exhibitor must be owner or member of partnership owning animal. In case a herd is registered or bred in the

names of different members of a family residing on one farm or breeding establishment, and where the herd is one unit, all entries may be
considered as a single exhibitor for all group classes.
